The History

The incredibly favourable soil and climatic conditions of the
Balkan Peninsula have been contributing to the vigorous
development of viticulture and winemaking since antiquity.
Viticulture was a Thracian practice over 7,000 years ago. It
is likely that the wine spread along the valley of the River
Maritsa (the Thracian Lowlands) and through the ancient
Black Sea ports. Many marble monuments are still being
discovered today in Bulgaria, depicting scenes from the
grape harvest in Thracian times. According to Pliny the
Elder (23 - 79 AD), vinification was first discovered by Eu-
molpus - a mythical Thracian tsar and singer. Homer (8th
century B.C.) describes wine brought from Thrace in the
“lliad” and the “Odyssey”. Thracians had a good idea of
the variety of grapes and they used to plant local varieties
which are grown and processed in Bulgaria to this day -

Wine Enthusiast. Bulgaria ranks second among countries like Italy, Spain,
France, New Zealand, Argentina, the USA, Germany, etc. The authors
propose to their readers various tours, starting “from the classic climate
of the Provence, London and Rheingau, to the wild and dramatic wine
adventures in Salta, Sicily and Bulgaria.”

Oenology journalists Jeff Jennsen and Mike De Simone present Thra-

cian Lowlands wines to their readers and underline that Bulgarian wine-
makers make excellent drinks from local varietals. “The Mavrud is one of
the leading red grape varietals. It makes a very impressing tannic flavour
wine that can stay plain or be mixed with the international varietals, for
example Cabernet Sauvignon, Syrah or Merlot. Wines of the Rubin va-
rietal are also being developed in Bulgaria. The varietal has actually been
created in the Balkan country. White wines are produced of the local

Misket and Dimyat varietals, as well as of the more popular varietals of
Chardonnay and Viognier. They can be made to boast a fresh aroma or
remind you of old wines matured in oak barrels.”

The prestigious American magazine focuses on wine-making estates

that not only have high-tech equipment and produce excellent wines,

but also offer great wine tasting conditions and “elegant halls, gour-

met restaurants and luxurious guesthouses.” The authors also reveal

some of Plovdiv's sights and suggest hotels where tourists can stay at in
“the ancient and eternal city”. The city is actually the centre of wine-

making in Bulgaria and the showcase of the sector, as the largest wine
forum in not only Bulgaria but also the entire Balkan Peninsula is held

here every year. In 2016, the forum hosted the world wine festival Con-
cours Mondial de Bruxelles.

Three years ago, at the invitation of the National Vine and Wine Cham-
ber, Jeff Jennsen and Mike De Simone visited for the first time various
Bulgarian vineyards and cellars and got to know Bulgaria's cultural and
historical heritage. The visit was part of implementing a European pro-
gramme aimed at promoting Bulgarian wines in third countries: the

USA, China and Switzerland. The National Vine and Wine Chamber’s

idea to create a positive image of Bulgarian wine on global markets and
turn to the production of unique and recognisable high-quality wines

was originated 5 years ago, with the start of a European programme for
the promotion of wines on third-country markets. The exceptionally pos-
itive impressions of the wine sector in Bulgaria provoked the creation of
successful master classes in the USA.
